I am writing to invite your son/daughter to join the Duke of Edinburgh Award SILVER group at Luckley.  This is because they have completed (or nearly completed) their Bronze Award and have shown an interest in progressing to Silver level. This letter explains what is involved in such a commitment but further general information can be found at www.dofe.org and also soon to be available, on the parent hub of the Luckley website.
As with Bronze, the first three sections (volunteering, skill, physical) they arrange for themselves with the help of their DofE Leader/Parents/Teachers and all sections must be done voluntarily in their own free time, although this can be in school during lunch or extended day). All participants will receive advice on this but again, further information can be found here www.dofe.org
The Expedition section is done as part of a group and after completing an appropriate training programme during extended day sessions. As the groups for Silver tend to be smaller, the participants will arrange suitable meeting times with their Leader.  All the planning for the assessed expedition is undertaken by the participants themselves and they choose an area to study for a project. They take collective responsibility for the expedition planning including routes, meals and project work.

There are two 3 day camps for Silver and the cost of the award is £145.00. This covers enrolment fees campsite fees, assessors’ fees and consumables such as gas for cookers and fuel as well as access to our kit store for some of the more expensive and shared kit items such as tents, rucksacks and cooking equipment.
Once they are committed to an expedition group it is important that all participants prepare their expedition plans as a team with equal commitment and work to a deadline. The students also have to commit to logging in to their digital logbook (eDofE) to input the information for each of the sections and to upload evidence of completion of the sections. As staff, we are always willing to help the students if they come across a problem!
Please note that the trip dates are still in the stages of being finalised Details of these trips will follow in due course. Please also note that this year, Silver DofE meetings will be held on a Wednesday lunchtime, starting after the October half term.
